William Ward penned these words...”Flatter me, and | may
not believe you. Criticize me, and | may not like you. Ignore
me, and | may not forgive you. Encourage me, and | will

not forget you.”

Everyone needs recognition for his accomplishments, but
few people make the need known quite as clearly as the
little boy who said to his father: "Let's play darts. I'll throw
and you say 'Wonderful!"" Just maybe we can learn
something from that...
