The Potential of Change

When Elijah neared the end of his life, he hid from danger in a
cave at Mount Horeb. God challenged him by asking, “What
are you doing here?” (1 Kings 19:9). After Elijah’s miserable
excuse, God sent him home returning through Damascus
telling him to anoint three men, Hazael to be king of Syria,
Jehu to be king of Israel, and Elisha to be the prophet in
Elijah’s place (19:15-16).
